The Insolvency Law Committee of the City of London Law Society represents the interests of City solicitors and their clients in this area of law.  It aims to monitor, and to respond in a proactive manner to, legal developments and proposals for reform.

In 2008, the Committee will aim:

1. to respond to relevant UK and EU consultations, including the tripartite authorities’ consultation on financial stability and depositor protection;
2. to respond as appropriate to papers produced by other bodies lobbying for insolvency law reform, including:


a. the submissions by the European High Yield Association to HM Treasury on insolvency law reform;
b. the paper by the Financial Markets Law Committee on administration set-off and expenses;
c. UNCITRAL’s work on the treatment of enterprise groups in insolvency;
and

3. to communicate effectively with the CLLS membership through open meetings where appropriate, committee reports in the City Solicitor newsletter and by publicising responses/committee meeting minutes on the CLLS website.  
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
